ASSISTED SUICIDE BILL

As you may have seen in the media, Lord Falconer and other assisted suicide campaigners are now
lobbying MPs to try to use the Parliament Acts to bypass the House of Lords and force the assisted
suicide Bill into law in the next Parliamentary session.
